Report

The latest round of the Equestrian Ireland Interschools league was hosted on Saturday by Boswell Equestrian Centre’s Debbie and Clyde Pereira. Despite odd flurries of snow the event proceeded, unlike the following day when snow disrupted proceedings and Boswell’s Sunday events had to be cancelled. 

The novice team event started off the competition and following a jump off the Dominican College Wicklow team of Megann McConnell on Cora, Jessica Mahony on Muffin, Erin McConnell riding Molly and Emma Jane Leggett on Tir na nOg saw off a determined challenge from Newbridge College,s Ellen Byrne on Ms Two Step, Ava Flanagan on Cedars Morning Mist, Orla Harrington on Night Light and Caoimhe Sweeny on Kippure Steeple. . Wesley College (abby Duram Park Pecan, Pippa Durham, Sive, Sam Micklem Sunny and hollie Whelan, Buster) claimed third place from Ard Scoil na Troinoide in fourth and The Teresian School in fifth.

The Open team event attracted 18 teams hoping to gain further league points as the league moves into the final quarter. St Gerard’s Bray claimed third (Kirstie Connole, Sarah Bloor, Sarah Diamond and Bethan Pereira) and fourth (Katie Dunphy, Shona Callan Aislinn Byrne and Cormac Foley) ahead of Gael Cholaiste Carlow. In a jump off for the final placing the team from St Mary’s Arklow was fastest to claim sixth place.

In the Open Individual Speed class Mark Finnerty riding Too Posh and representing St Gerard’s  took advantage of the absence of Newbridge College’s Maedhbh Brassill to move into pole position in the league when he saw off a determined challenge from Ellen Radford Dodd riding Real Cool Cruise and representing Holy Child Killiney, to take the win, his fourth of the season. Third place went to Sophie Doyle on Scooter FM ahead of Katie Dunphy, Laura Finnerty and Rebecca Andrews in fourth fifth and sixth respectively
