REPORT FROM CLAREMORRIS

The latest round of the Equestrian Interschools League moved west last weekend to the Hanley’s Claremorris Equestrian Centre and attracted a number of local schools as well as current league leaders Newbridge College represented by Meadhbh Brassil, St. James Gate, Aoife Murphy Bottchelli, Hannah Sutton Bojangles and Karen Casey Primadonna Girl, who settled for second place behind local school Colaiste Colman, Claremorris’s Cormac Hanley on Trendy Dixie, Stephen McGowan on Captain Lad and Luke gibbons on Newtown Samson.
The  local boys got the action underway and with pressure on all three riders as they didn’t have the luxury of being able to discard a score. However they made it look easy when all three jumped clear providing a Clear Round total for the team But it proved not as easy as first thought when team after team faulted but league leaders, the girls from Newbridge College also found the key when three of their four riders jumped clear also leaving their team with a zero Score and forcing a jump-off to decide the honours. St. Colman’s College nominated Stephen McGowan and Luke Gibbons to fight it out against the clock and with Cormac Hanley acting as coach they planned their jump-off route very carefully.   The Newbridge girls were very confident after clocking up wins in Mullingar and Crossmaglen and when both their riders went clear, the Colman’s boys had no option but be clear but also to be faster.  Stephen McGowan rose to the challenge and egged on by his team mates had a blistering round in a very fast time of 29.78 faster than both the Kildare girls.  This set it up nicely as Luke then knew that a clear round would take a win for the team.  Luke equally rose to the challenge and left the girls in no doubt that the local boys are a force to be reckoned with and his clear in a time of 27.73 left the team a clear 8 seconds ahead. 
Third and Fourth was also decided by a jump-off when Ursuline College, Sligo and Mercy College, Ballymahon finished their two rounds on 4 faults.  Ursuline College Sligo was represented by Jennifer Burke, Kinnagrelly Queen, Emily Burke, Black Beauty and Isabel Burke on Soldier and claimed third place. Mercy secondary School Ballymahon riders Megan Connell, Candy, Christopher Connell, Magic Mist, Christopher Whyte, Shane’s Lad and Derek Shaw on Westside Diamond took fourth ahead of Mohill Community School’s Cian Wrynn on Zidane Lad, Shauna McCrann on Knockboy Paddy, Mollie Crossley on  Classiebawn White Night and Tadhg Mulligan riding Mohill Stroller. St Attracta’s Tubbercurry took the remaining place, represented by Leath Gallagher riding Silver Slaney, Roisin Walsh on Trendy Blue and  Sinead Timlin Barbella

The Open Individual action followed, run over two rounds and not content with one win, the Colman’s boys went on to take the Open Individual title in a hotly contested competition and they also had three riders in the top six with Luke Gibbons taking the honours. Riding Newtown Sampson he saw off a determined challenge from Ballymahon’s Megan Connell riding Candy. Fellow student Christopher Whyte on Shane’s lad claimed third place ahead of Colaiste Colman’s Cormac Hanley riding Indian Inspired in fourth, Clodagh Sweeney riding Speedy Clover in fifth and Stephen McGowan on captain Lad in sixth. 
The Claremorris Interschools Novice Team Challenge followed with victory going to Carrick Community School representatives, Grainne Gibbons, Lough Allen Dancer, Shannon Keane, Leo, Dearbhle Beirne, Neno and Naoise Bird riding Corgullion Ton Ker. Coola Post Primary School, Drumshambo took the runner up slot ahead of Mount St Michael school, Claremorris and Ursuline College Sligo.
Finishing up an enjoyable sunny day’s competition, the novice individual class produced sixteen clears and the fastest of these rounds gave victory to Maeve Duffy riding Baby Bob closely followed by Naoise Bird riding Corgullion Tinka in second and Grainne Gibbons on Lough Allen Dancer in third.
