Report

On Sunday 18th November St Kieran’s College Secondary School, Kilkenny hosted its now annual Inter-Schools Show Jumping Competition incorporating the Equestrian Interschools League with the generous welcome of the Moloney Family at Warrington Equestrian Centre. St Kieran’s College has been involved in hosting the event for the past five years and it has continued to grow in popularity among competing schools and individual riders.  The course design by Mr. Pat Drennan and the assistance of staff and so many parents ensure that the day runs as smoothly as possible and it affords riders, conscious that many have traveled a long distance, the opportunity to compete. Well over sixty teams entered the team competitions more or less evenly divided between novice and open, from all over Ireland including schools from as far away as Mullingar, Trim and even the Galway Clare border.

 Sunday, which ended with some significant rain, began as a bright day in Kilkenny, making conditions ideal for show jumping in the outdoor arena at Warrington. The format used, which had the first round, jumping in the outdoor followed by the second round in the indoor, allowed riders to experience two different courses, with attendant opportunities and difficulties.

 The first event was the Novice Team Competition and this was followed by the Novice Individual event, a one speed round class in the indoor arena that was hotly contested.  St Leo's College Carlow represented by Ciara Hennessy, Kilcallan Lady, Carla Hennessy, Diablo, Emma Wall, Tonto and Sarah Cosgrove, Diago were victorious in the Novice team event with local school Grennan College, Thomastown a close second. Grennan College was represented by Ciara Nevin, Basil Brush, Abby Mahon, Troy and Rebecca Nevin, Oakhill Blaze. Ursuline Thurles took third with fourth going to Kildare Town Community School. Claiming the remaining rosettes were Presentation Kilkenny in fifth and Scoil Airgeal in sixth. Scoil Airgeal also featured in the novice speed event which attracted many competitors when Darragh Doyle on  Indian Express saw off the challenge posed by Rosina Pesca riding Cosmo for Kilkenny College and  Caoimhe Sweeney partnering Kippure Steepleview Jack  for Newbridge College who took second and third respectively
The main events of the day were the Open Team Competition followed by the Open Speed Class both part of the Equestrian Interschools Ireland League. Newbridge College was victorious in the Open Team event for the second year running beating Colaiste Pobail Osrai, Kilkenny into second place. The Newbridge team members were Maedhbh Brassil on St James Gate, Lauren Heffernan riding My Rockstown Two, Aoife Murphy with  Bottchelli and Nessa Briody on Tom Boy. This followed on from Newbridge’s victory last week in Claremorris, which really pleased the girls. They just saw off the challenge from Colaiste Pobail Osrai, Kilkenny represented by Sean O'hUaine riding Buckley Caoilfhionn NiArgain on Digmond and Catherine Ni Mhurchu riding Top Priority. Taking third New Ross school Good Counsel represented by Cian Aylward on Coppenagh  Tom Sparrow, Oisin Aylward on Coppenagh Athena, Jack Kehoe riding Little Charante's Girl and  Darryl Murphy on Lily pipped Bridgetown Vocational Red Team of Aoife Goldsmith riding Roses in Rue, Kinsley Moran on Faraway Tale, Megan Scallan on Hazeland Lady and Carina Boyle riding Golddancer into fourth. Fifth place was claimed by Rockwell College representatives, Susie Doyle on Miss Maggie, Edmond Ryan riding Something About Mary, Caitlin Buckley on Cheeky and Oonagh Hynes riding Another Puzzle The sixth place and final league point went to Colaiste Bhride Carnew riders; Aoife Kavanagh on Slieve Beagh, Andrew Brennan on Lappy Lucy, Julie Mullins on Bo Spark and Maria Breen riding Jack.
The Open team event was followed late in the day by the Individual Competition and it proved a worthwhile wait for Shannon Maguire riding Amber from Abbey Community College who claimed first place and a valuable ten points. Second place went to Katie Stafford (St Mary’s New Ross) riding Solo Spark, third to Newbridge College representative Alanna Murphy riding Grey Chance followed by Eric Mahon riding Houdini representing the host school in fourth, John Greene riding Mel in fifth and sixth to St Kieran’s James Callahan (Ruthstown Sally Charlton) in what was a very competitive and exciting event in which over 30 riders contested for the spoils.

 The conclusion of this event rounded off a very successful and enjoyable day for The Moloney Family at Warrington Equestrian Centre and for St Kieran’s College Secondary School. The action moves to Killoserry in swords this weekend where the Glynn family is the hosts.
